BASH 2023 Update

In 2023 the Bash Fund-an-Item was for active, safe students. New athletic team jerseys were designed, and team
gear was included. The girls’ basketball shorts and volleyball jerseys were on back order and the complete uniform
sets will be ready for 2024. The gym painting was completed, the scoreboard repaired, and the gym lighting was
updated. Every grade level received a playground pack of equipment, recess tubs were ordered with different
games and activities, and additional equipment has been supplied to various grade levels by interest. Student
motivational and spirit banners have been purchased.

Yet to be completed is the gym wall padding and volleyball postholes. The current expectation is to pad the entire

length of the north and south walls. To be prudent with funds, the school has explored multiple avenues to obtain
the padding replacement including bidding at various education based or public auctions. This project is still a
priority for the school and the parish, and we are working collaboratively to ensure the project’s completion. The
volleyball postholes will take place in the coming months, after the planned parish community event.
