From the desk of  the pastor

WHY DO CATHOLICS DO THAT?

May 24, 2026

The love of  God has been poured into our hearts 
through the Spirit of  God dwelling within us, alleluia. Cf. Rom 5:5

Did you know that our archbishop, 
Archbishop Etienne, has his own blog? You 
can visit it at www.archbishopetienne.com. 
Earlier this month, he wrote a brief  post 
about his efforts to find - and eventually 
commission - a suitable statue for the 
sanctuary of  the archdiocesan retreat center in 
Federal Way. This statue is dedicated as Mary, 
Mother of  Our Family.

On Monday, May 25, we 
celebrate the memorial of  
Mary, Mother of  the 
Church. May we ask her 
intercession, that we may 
be made one - as she is - 
with the heart and mind 
of  Her Son.

This last week, Archbishop 
Etienne wrote a pastoral 
letter - that is to say, a 
special exhortation from 
the bishop to his people - 
on the Sacred Heart. He 
spoke of  the upcoming 
consecration of  the United States of  America 
(on the occasion of  its 250th anniversary) - to 
take place on June 12 (the Solemnity of  the 
Sacred Heart), shared his own devotion to the 
practice of  First Fridays, and exhorted us to 
live out that devotion in our homes, parishes, 
and indeed, our lives!

Please consider: how will you help create or 
renew First Fridays in our communities? 

Today we celebrate the final day of  the Easter 
season, the coming of  the promised Advocate 
- the Holy Spirit - upon the Apostles, and the 
birthday of  the Church. As the Father sent 
Jesus, so He sent them - and us - for the 
forgiveness of  sins, so that all might be 
baptized in the name of  the Father, the Son, 
and the Holy Spirit, for the renewal of  all.

Before the gospel today, we heard the words 
of  the Pentecost sequence - 'Veni, Sancte 
Spiritus' or 'Come, Holy Spirit, come!' - 
wherein we ask that the Lord fill our inmost 

being, heal our 
wounds, renew our 
strength, wash away 
guilt, soften our 
stubborn hearts, and 
give us the gifts of  
salvation & joy.

The prayers of  this 
day are not repeated 
simply to satisfy 

liturgical practice and law - they are offered to 
both God and us, that we might make them 
our own, today and always.

What are the wounds you would like the Lord 
to heal in your life? Where would you like to be 
most renewed and given strength? How might 
you expose the hardness of  your heart to 
become more like His? Wouldn't you, too, like 
the Lord to fill your inmost being?

He awaits your invitation: Come, Holy Spirit!
